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Executive Briefing - Globalisation of eContent

In order to achieve maximum profit in business, you need to reach the maximum number of consumers. Nothing
has placed more of an emphasis on this fact than the advent of eCommerce.

The European
Localisation Exchange Centre (ELECT) is the focal point for multilingual and multicultural digital content develop-
ment and publishing. ELECT provides reliable information on best practice and facilitates easy access to know-how
and technology. It is a further aim of ELECT to make guidelines on linguistic and cultural customisation of digital
material available to the wider business community.

One of the primary goals of ELECT is to enhance the visibility and recognition of the eLocalisation and eContent
industries in Europe and world-wide. In an effort to fulfil this aspiration, ELECT will hold an Executive Briefing for
managers and executives of companies with an interest in marketing their products or services to the global com-
munity.

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An Introduction to Web Globalisation

The Internationalistion and Localisation of eContent

Business is good, you've worked hard and gained a significant share in your local market. It's time to expand and
you want to make your product available on an international scale. You want to take advantage of the opportuni-
ties, which the World Wide Web has to offer. However, this is easier said than done. For every new market that you
may wish to target, there are cultural and linguistic considerations to bear in mind. Often, there are also legal, taxa-
tion and regulatory issues that you may have to deal with. What started out as a simple plan has become decidedly
more complicated.

This scenario is becoming more and more commonplace for small and medium-sized enterprises. Whether you are
renting hotel rooms or selling chocolate, if you want to sell internationally, you need to be aware of the potential
pitfalls, and perhaps more importantly, learn how to avoid them. This is where internationalisation and localisation
come in. 

Internationalisation is the process of planning and implementing products and services so that they are as culturally
and linguistically neutral as possible. They can then be easily adapted to specific local languages and cultures.
Localisation is the process of taking an internationalised product and making it linguistically and culturally appro-
priate for a specific market. In the case of small and medium-sized enterprises, this usually involves taking a web
site and ensuring that it is capable of dealing with an international consumer-base, not only linguistically, but also
legally and culturally.

In deference to the needs of small business, the European Localisation Exchange Centre (ELECT), an EU-funded
project, is running a course that aims to help small and medium-sized businesses meet the challenges of selling
products and services over the Internet.

Audience

This course is aimed at managers and employees of small and medium-sized enterprises who have existing, or are
about to create eContent material, and who want to make that material available to the widest possible global
audience.

Prerequisites
Although no knowledge of localisation or internationalisation is required, a reasonable knowledge of computing is
necessary. Ideally, attendees should have a basic knowledge of HTML and a good understanding of standard office
applications such as MS Word and email.

Duration

The course will begin in the afternoon, after the Executive Briefing, and will run for 1.5 days.

Cost

This course is provided free of charge as part of the ELECT project.

Course Outline

The course has been divided into two distinct sections:

Introduction to Internationalisation
Internationalisation is the first part of the globlisation process and refers to the process of adapting a product or
service so that it can deal effectively with multiple languages, writing directions, cultural conventions etc. without
the need for redesign.
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The elements of this part of the course are as follows:

• Basic concepts - internationalisation, localisation, eContent

• The business case for internationalisation and localisation

• Computer interpretation of human languages

• Markup languages - programming for the Internet

• Global culture - how to avoid offending potential customers

• Preparing for localisation

• Managing internationalisation

Introduction to Localisation

Internationalisation concerns itself with providing content that it inoffensive and usable regardless of the location 
or culture of the user. Localisation takes this a step further and seeks to make your eContent available to a specific
market. When localisation is completed correctly it will appear to the user as though the content had been created
by a native in their own market.

The elements of the localisation course are as follows:

• Choosing target markets

• Choosing a localisation vendor

• Preparing eContent files for localisation

• Translation technology

• Post-localisation testing

• Managing localisation projects
